e Revenue Cutter LAWRENCE sailed into Honolulu Harbor (first CG presence)

¢ Kingdom of Hawaii was overthrown by American & European coup d’etat.

e Hawaii became a TERRITORY of the USA

e Japan attacked US military forces throughout Hawaii

e Hawaii was admitted as the 50t STATE
